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Last summer we held a 26-night evangelistic campaign in
a tribal Kalinga baranggay.  We presented the truth using
 a laptop and a video projector.  We showed religious

films, conducted a vacation Bible school and community health
seminars on top of the nightly meetings.  The meeting place
was mostly packed with people. There were nights when up
to 100 persons attended.  At the end of the meetings, 12
persons made a decision. However, only thr ee showed up for
baptism. A week later, three more were baptized. I asked
myself: “W as it worth i t?”

In one Muslim island, the people are open to the Advent
message but their religious leaders have such a strong hold
on them.  The missionary family assigned there are terribly
frustrated over the lack of positive response to their evange-
listic endeavors. Another missionary family confided to me
their disappointment that after two y ears, the people of their
village are no more receptive to the gospel than when they
first arrived there.

So, why bother to r each people who seem to be unre-
ceptive to the gospel? Because the gospel commission includes
going even to these unreceptive people.  Faithfulness demands
that we be not content in pr eaching the gospel over and over
again in the same old receptive places while other regions
have never been given a chance to respond. It might tak e six
years to disciple a tribal village. It might tak e twice that long
to convert one Muslim. And yes, missionaries might burn out
after their f ourth or fi fth year of service. But the “lo ve of Christ”
should “constrain us” Just as it takes 9 months to give birth to
a healthy baby and several decades to grow them into matur e,
responsible adults, so does establishing native churches. If
we don’t grow weary in doing good, “in due season we shall
reap” (Gal 6:9).

That’s exactly what is happening in a couple of our
projects. An Adventist congregation is beginning to grow
among the Abenlen Aetas in Zambales.  Last summer 21
persons were baptized in the Tagbanua village of Tungib (in
Palawan). And in the Muslim project, one person has been
baptized.

Waste of time?
No. As the Bible says,
“He who goes out
weeping, bearing pre-
cious seed, will doubt-
less return r ejoicing,
bringing in the sheaves.”
(Ps. 126:6).

   Making disciples has been
PFM’s mission since the very
start; to establ ish a self-
supporting, self-governing,
self-propagating indigenous
church.
   At the start of the Aeta
project, l iteracy was a great
demand of the vi l lage
because majority of them ar e
non-literate. There was an
elementary school in their
place before Mt. Pinatubo
erupted. Because of the
eruption the building
collapsed. Schooling stopped.
Those who have the means
to send their chi ldren to the
town continued. From time to
time the go vernment sent
teachers to Cabatuan but they
stopped doing so due to the
distance. When Leo and Ricky
came, they built  a tempor ary
school. They taught the
children the 3Rs - reading,
writing, and arithmetic. The
children were eager to study
again but the teenagers were
not.

When I came, I became
in charge of literacy. It is v ery
rewarding once you see them
learn the let ters, identi fy
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established in 1993 by Filipino SDA
pastors and laymen working in
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among unreached people groups.

As an unaffiliated organization, we are
dependent upon God to move people to
support this work.  As a supporting
ministry, we uphold the global mission of
the Seventh-day Adventist Church.  We
do not solicit tithe money.

STATEMENT OF MISSION
In cooperation with the Seventh-day
Adventist Church, the work of PFM shall
be to establish indigenous SDA churches
among people groups in the Philippines,
where the church does not presently
exists and where  social, cultural or
economic barriers prevent

GOALS
• Send missionaries among unreached

people groups with the view of
establishing SDA churches.

• When the church is firmly established
among a people group, PFM will turn
over the responsibility for the work to
the local mission or conference.

• Raise the level of mission awareness
among Filipino SDAs.

• Provide an avenue for contributors to
have a sense of involvement in the
mission work they are supporting.

• Open up opportunities for more Filipino
SDAs to engage in frontier mission
service.

them, learn to
count and write
their own names.
But you really need
patience and
u n d e r s t a n d i n g
because the learning
is slow. The main factor
would be the malnutrition
and child labor due to
poverty. But ther e are parents
who are supportive of their
children because they don’t
want them to gr ow like them
who cannot read nor write.

A question keep running
through my mind. “What i f we
leave this project after we had
established a self-governing
church? Who will teach the
children?” In  spiritual aspect,
we have to make disciples to
continue the work of
evangelizing other parts of
the place. I need also to tr ain
a teacher from here who will
be with them permanent ly.

I look at Babyjane, one of
our baptized members. She
wasn’t able to finish High
School. She’s been a good
friend since I came here in
2003. I asked her if she’s
available to assist me in
teaching the students.
Without hesitation she
answered, “Yes!” Her
assistance continued for a
long time until I
recommended her to be a
Day-Care worker. She was
trained for two weeks at
Social Welfare of fice in
Botolan.

One Sabbath afternoon, Wanay’s goat gave birth to
three kids. The third one was of  different color f rom
the other two . Rarely could a goat have three litt le ones,
and was lucky enough to feed them to l ive.

Later I heard the continuous crying of the y oungest
goat for her mother. I noticed that her mother goat
and her other kids were not around. Wanay was also
not around. Besides, people in this village ignore goats.

I came near the baby goat. Some flies were there.
I f ound that her na vel was open with many worms.
She was weak. It w as a terrible sight. I ask ed my
partner’s help and treated the wound. Later Wanay
arrived. I told him but though he did not seem to car e,
he told his son to bring it to their house.

Two days later, I f ound the baby goat sti ll alive.
She walked slowly and tried to go  near her mother to
feed but the mother alw ays walked away. I took pi ty.
Wanay was just waiting i f she would l ive or die.

Rose and I decided to take care of the baby goat,
nursing her through a feeding bottle. Neighbors took
notice of what we’r e doing and also expressed their

concern. They
witnessed how
much we  attended to
the goat. Wanay on
impulse said that we could
have the baby goat if she lives.
We were  just trying to help this
litt le one and we didn’t expect to own i t. Wanay thought
for a  whi le and regretted it.

We cared for the kid f or a week. But she grew weaker
in spite of what we did. I had gr own to love that baby goat
and when it died, I cried.  Upon r eflection, I told m yself, if
I cried over the death of a mer e baby goat, how much
more sorrow does God feel for His dying creation? We
should have that kind of concern f or the salvation of others,
too.

A CHILD WITH NO NAME in the vi llage, his family offered us their home to stay
in temporarily. I  w as thankful to God for leading us to
them. I work ed on leading them back to Him thr ough
kindness and friendship.

I w atched him growing
in Ate’s womb. When “he” w as born I wondered how
the family’s daily life would fare.

They told us that they ar e happy with
our presence in the village.

There were more villagers
attending the chur ch services
including our Bible interests from

We are inspired to teach
the children about Jesus
every night. Each time

How long have you been working for PFM? What were the roles you played since then?

I am a theology graduate and have worked for PFM since 1992. I have started as an all around secretary, then as a
corporate secretary, assistant treasurer, assistant director and treasurer. Those were my official designations. Since there
were only two of us working in the beginning, we learned to be multi-tasked. There was no pattern to follow in the
Philippines on how to run an Adventist faith-mission like PFM, but we were blessed with a good board of trustees. We
had people who are good in their chosen field of work. Every board member gave their influence and ideas. I learned by
listening and absorbing. When it comes to my treasury work I owe a lot to my family training and from one of our former
treasurers. She taught me a lot.

PFM is already on its 12th Year, what made PFM last long?

First, I believe God wills PFM to be an important player in His work in the Philippines.  The many miracles and
interventions we’ve experienced confirm this belief. Second, we have homebase and field workers who believed in
PFM’s cause and stay on with us sacrificially. It’s not easy to find people who do not look at financial security first before
making a long-term commitment. But we have some of the best volunteers in the Philippines! Finally, we have individuals
and churches who continue to allow themselves to be used by God to prayerfully and financially support  the work of
PFM. They come from all walks of life. And the one binding characteristic is that these people have a lot of love for the
Lord that extends to their finances. It’s one thing to do lip service of helping God’s work, but it’s another thing to actually
set-aside and give regularly for the support of the missionary cause.

Can the donors be assured that their gifts go to the proper projects intended it to?

Donations specified by the donors go to the project specified. Should there be changes like the missionaries have been
changed or the original appeal for funds does not match anymore the existing need. We inform the donor. When the case
is that the donation came in but some factors in the field made us decide to wait (sometimes a short time, sometimes for
a long time) the funding remains where it should be.

Why do you require your missionaries to recruit sponsors?

The shortest answer that I could give is because it is what works for PFM. We are financially independent from any
organization or institution and what is available to us is -people who are willing to help in missionary work like this. The
second reason is, this  set-up gives  benefits  all.  The faith-partners become deeply
involve because they personally know the  missionaries. The project becomes their
own and the missionaries become their extension to the field  which they cannot
physically reach.  The missionaries in turn benefit through the prayers and
letters of their faith partners. They feel they have a family of concerned
fellow Christians. It also gives them  additional sense of accountability.

For PFM, support raising is  a testing ground for  would be
frontier missionaries. We need missionaries who  have strong prayer
life. Who have experienced that God does provide. PFM needs
missionaries who are used to praying and receiving an answer.
Not, that is immediately the status of missionaries who come to
us. But this is what we set to accomplish in them, so long as
they are willing to embark in this kind of “walk of faith.” Their
experience in support-raising enhances this kind of faith. And
for all of us working here at PFM, our experience is our walk
of faith.

How? For 2 months, we grill them on evangelism and how to take care of the sick using natural
remedies. Another month is spent on frontier living where they learn how to build a hut, find
food in the forest and other survival  skills. During this time, they are also taught how to learn a
new language and culture, as well as how to teach literacy.  The last 2-3 months of support
raising is part of their pre-service training which focuses on their sense of calling, emotional
maturity and “stick-to-it-ness.” The result? Missionaries who are better prepared to bring the
gospel to difficult places and resistant people groups!
